This total Federal fund level awarded to States can be found in Chapter II, Table B of this report.  These levels are the new awards given to States during FY 2002.  
3. Committed in FY02 - The “Cash” column contains total combined expenditures for FY 2002 plus all funds transferred to the Child Care Development Fund (CCDF) and the Social Services Block Grant (SSBG) for FY 2002.

Monthly caseload data was retrieved from chapter II of the TANF Second, Third, Fourth, and Fifth Annual Reports to Congress, and Table 1:8 from this report.  The five-year monthly unemployment rates were retrieved from the Bureau of Labor Statistics.

7. Sub-State Caseload as a Percent of State

This section provides the States’ top TANF caseloads by area/county as a percent of the State Caseload as of September 2002.  The information was received directly from 22 jurisdictions and retrieved from official State websites containing TANF statistics for the 29 remaining jurisdictions.

8. All-Family Work Participation Rates

This section provides the overall percent of the average monthly TANF cases and national rank for families exempt from participation.  In addition, a breakdown, by category, of those exempt from participation is provided by percent and national rank (Table 3:3:a).
9. HPB Earnings Performance
The States’ percentages and national rank for earning initiation, retention, and gain are provided is this section.  In addition, the change from the previous year is provided (Table 5:5).
